* Medical certificate to be duly filled and signed by a registered Medical Practitioner in
Section 6 of the Application Form. This should be appropriately stamped.

* Study/Research plan for candidates opting for a Masters and Doctoral studies.

* Supporting statement from a named supervisor from a University in Mauritius for PhD
candidates.
